Turtle Island is along the eastern Australian coastline and is only approximately 500 km  
North of  Brisbane by road., accessible by air to Gladstone Airport from Sydney, Brisbane, 
Melbourne, Adelaide, Canberra, Cairns, Perth, Townsville, Rockhampton and Mackay. Also 
if you have a boat, this can be either moored on the pontoon, which has power and water, 
or the swing mooring off the island, depending on the size of your vessel, you can spend 
the day or make a extended trip by motoring or sailing to Yellow Patch, Heron Island, Lady 
Elliot, Fraser Island, Great Keppel Island, the Whitsunday Islands as well all the islands from 
Gladstone up to Cairns. 

Turtle Island is located between Brisbane and the Whitsundays (Hamilton Island)

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How to get to and access Turtle Island 

 
BY AIR: You can fly from all major cities in Australia to Gladstone Airport. Then you just 
need to either fly to the island by helicopter, catch the ferry from Gladstone Harbour, 
or even take your own boat. 

 

BY ROAD:  You can drive you car straight onto the island via the ferry service which 
travels to the island at your request twice a day. You can drive your car from your back 
door, to the ferry straight to the mainland, do your shopping, watch a movie, fuel up, 
dine at a restaurant and then drive back on the ferry to be delivered to your island 
paradise. 

 

Brisbane is only approximately 500 km by road away to Gladstone Harbour, the town 
of 1770 and Agnes Waters is approximately 130km by road. The Capricorn Coast is only 
approximately 150km by road and Hervey Bay is only 296km by road from Gladstone 
Harbour. 

 

Turtle Island is one of the most accessible freehold islands in Queensland. You can fly, 
drive or boat to the island directly. It is situated between Brisbane and the 
Whitsundays, so you can visit the tourist destinations and come back to relax in the 
privacy of your own secluded Tropical Island.

Heron Island ς known for world class diving and snorkelling attractions which puts you

Lady Musgrave Island ς set on 3000 acres of living reef with a deep water coral lagoon 
which is unique to the entire Great Barrier Reef region. Visitors to Lady Musgrave 
Island can be led on a guided tour of the island, learning about the unique Pisonia 
forest and the multitudes of seabirds that nest from October to March. Enjoy the 
protected warm waters of the large, calm reef lagoon and experience some of the 
most magnificent snorkelling and diving that the world has to offer.  
 

Capricorn Group - which includes 16 islands of the Keppel Group including the famous, 
Great Keppel Island, North Keppel Island, Pumpkin Island, Humpy Island plus many 
more isolated, beautiful islands in the region.  
 

Great Keppel Island -1335 hectares boasting 17 picturesque white sandy beaches 
separated by rocky headlands and cliffs. Beautiful snorkelling and diving spots, 
especially on neighbouring Pumpkin Island which has a beautiful coral garden cays. 
 

Outer reef wall and outer-lying area of the world renowned Capricorn Bunker Group 
of islands ς Fitzroy Reef Lagoon or Hoskyn or Fairfax Reef  to name a few. 
 

Yellow Patch only 40 minutes away by boat  ς  Truly a jewel for scenery and 
recreation. With a most unusual orange coloured sand hill sloping to deep water, 
intimate beaches and vast contoured sand flats extending to sandy mangrove creeks. 
Usually one of the best crabbing and fishing places on the Curtis Coast. 
 

Gladstone is one of the closest ports to the fringe of the Great Barrier Reef. The next 
closest being north of Cairns. 
 

Once a year there is the famous Brisbane to Gladstone yacht race where the waters 
are filled with colourful spinnakers and yachts of all descriptions. The Brisbane to 
Gladstone yacht race is held annually, starting on Good Friday. The Premier Blue Water 
Classic begins from Shorncliffe in Moreton Bay, Queensland, Australia and finishes in 
Gladstone Harbour. It attracts competitors from interstate and usually attracts a fleet 
of 40 to 100 boats. Brisbane to Gladstone Yacht Race is steeped in history and tradition 
with the first Race held during Easter 1949.

including coral trout, red emperor, giant trevally and sweetlip to just name a few. 
 

¢ƘŜ DƭŀŘǎǘƻƴŜ wŜƎƛƻƴΩǎ sheltered rivers and estuaries are also great places to hook a 
nice bream, salmon, mangrove jack, whiting, cod or flathead. Or perhaps you would 
prefer to catch yourself one of the true delicacies of the region, the mouth-watering 
mud crab.  
 

Lake Awoonga - If ȅƻǳΩǊŜ looking to land the world famous and elusive barramundi, 
then Lake Awoonga is where you are pretty sure to get a strike from one of these 
monsters Lake Awoonga is situated 30km by road from Gladstone and boasts 
spectacular lake and mountain views and picturesque waterfalls. 
 

Local Estuaries ς brings up some of the biggest crabs in the area. 
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4. Property Description

The lounge and family area has high ceilings with handpicked wooden floors and large 
multi opening doors to allow the light breeze to filter through whilst gazing over the 
vast blue water. There are other large entertaining rooms within the main house: the 
pool room and the music room which can be converted into more bedrooms if desired. 

The main bedroom  is gracious in its appearance and fixtures with a large modern 
bathroom and a spacious walk-in robe. The bedroom again looks out over the tropical 
gardens and out to the blue abyss. 

Surrounding the eastern side of this opulent home is a wide veranda that has enough 
room for the largest outdoor furniture and BBQ. The views again from this long wide 
timber veranda are picture postcard quality. The in-ground pool is situated near the 
guest wing end and overlooks the ocean. This is the perfect place to wallow in whilst 
sipping cocktails and watching the moon rise and sunset. The grounds have been 
meticulously planned and irrigated by both waste treated water and fresh water.  

The property has 15 huge fresh water tanks all interconnected and two dams; which 
makes this island self sufficient. 

The home is kept bright and functional through a series of solar panel collectors and 
supplemented with a powerful diesel generator. All appliances and fixtures including 
lighting are at mainland voltage and the system is set up to ensure all the appliances 
are run at optimum levels utilising alternate energy at its maximum potential. 
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There are large colour bond shed(s) which house and control the watering and 
electrical system, as well as provide an area for the tractor ride-ons and the fun toys 
such as inflatables, motor bikes, etc. These sheds are separate from the house on the 
lower end of the island. 

There is enough car parking for 10vehicles and garaging for at least 5 vehicle. 
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5. Future Potential 

Turtle Island is unique in its potential aspects; the property could serve as a prestigious 
personal home for a discerning buyer, or with state and local council approvals adopt a 
more commercial component to this property subject to current zoning requirements.
